We have started our exciting new topic, ‘Tribal Tales’, a historical investigation into the old and new stone ages and the changes in their society with the development of farming. We will soon visit some of our local Neolithic sites where we can investigate housing, tools and burials at first hand.
In English we will be learning to write leaflets on ‘How to survive the Stone Age’ based on the text ‘Stone Age Boy’ by Satoshi Kitamura. This book tells the story of a modern age boy who falls into a stone age adventure and pupils will take inspiration from this story to create advice for their leaflets. Our second writing journey is based on the story ‘The Barnabas Project’, which is a magical story about finding out where you belong. In this journey, we will create our own creature and write a non-chronological report about our creatures needs. 
In maths this half term our focus is on addition and subtraction, carrying on with our practice with place value. In shape we are looking at angles of shapes, horizontal and vertical and parallel and perpendicular line. Moving onto recognising and describing 2d and 3d shapes. Please use the suggestions in the homework sheet to find ways to help your child revise key skills to build fluency in maths.  
In PSHE we are now celebrating the differences between us in our schools and looking at how this makes our world a richer and more interesting place to live. We are also looking at how we are similar in terms of our needs, our expectations and our rights and responsibilities as learners, individuals and citizens of our beautiful world.
In music we are working towards a class performance for our Christmas Concert as well as learning other Christmas songs. 
Both of our PE lessons are outdoor sessions for this half term, please ensure that children are wearing their winter P.E kit and bring a warm coat. A coach from the Jersey Netball association will be leading one of the sessions on Thursday. This is a great opportunity for your children to learn from a netball expert! Our P.E days remain the same on a Monday and Thursday
for both classes.

Year 3 homework is sent home half termly in a Must, Should, Could fashion.  All children MUST complete the must task 5 times a week at a time that is convenient for you as a family. Children should complete the SHOULD task at a chosen point during the week and once a half term can select from a range of independent learning projects which they COULD choose from. This will also be stuck in your child’s homework book. 
MUST-

· They must work on spelling. Please use the spelling lists previously sent home to continue to work on the weekly spelling rule as well as gradually working on the Year 3 and 4 word list.  

SHOULD-   Children should practice maths skills to increase their fluency with the skills learnt in class at least once a week. The table below give suggested activities to work through to build on each skill we will be covering. In addition to this being fluent in number bonds to 20 and in times tables up to 12x12 is essential and takes a lot of practice. TT rock stars should also be accessed at least once a week. Their log in will be in their homework books as well as their logons for Google Classroom.

	Times Tables
	Key Timetables for Year 3 that require fluency time stables of 2, 3, 4, 5,6 and 10 times tables and corresponding division facts. https://www.timestables.com/ 

	Counting on
	Count on or back in tens or ones. Give your child a given starting point and ask them to count on or back in ones or tens. Starting numbers could be up to 3 digit numbers.

	Place Value
	Use everyday objects such as pencils, shells, pebbles, pegs, chippy stones or counters etc to help children to subitize. Subitizing is the rapid, accurate, and confident judgments of numbers performed for small numbers of items. 
What can they see and can they prove it by grouping the objects. 
16 conkers- I see 5 and 5 that is 10 3 and 3 which is 6. So there is 1 ten and 6 ones which is 16.  
! They must not count 1,2,3,4, etc.. 

	Rapid Recall
	· Practice rapid recall of addition and subtraction facts for all numbers to at least 10.
· Practice number pairs with a total of 20 – e.g. 13+7. Practice doubles of numbers up to 10, and the corresponding halves. 

	Addition
	· Find what must be added to any multiple of 100 to make 1000, e.g. 300 + ? = 1000
· Add or subtract any pair of two-digit numbers, without crossing a tens boundary or 100, e.g. 33 + 45, 87 – 2

	Subtraction
	· Subtract any three-digit number from any three-digit number when the difference is less than 10, e.g. 458 – 451, or 603 – 597

COULD- 
To support our topic work children can choose from one or more of the below activities to complete and bring into share with the class after the end of term break. 
· Dolman Treasure Hunt –how many Dolmans can you visit and what can you find out about them?
· Find out prehistoric life and make a poster to share your knowledge.
· Find out and explain how Jersey became an island.
· Create your own cave paintings on paper or use some charcoal to draw on rocks from the beach. 
· Explore the types of animals that used to live in the tribal times such as the Woolly Mammoth, the Dodo, sabre tooth tiger, and the woolly rhinoceros – how did they live? What did they eat?
· Design and conduct an experiment to find out how your shadow changes at different times of the day.
· Have a go at making simple bread, using flour, water and yeast. 
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
