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Dear Parents and Carers,
Walking Bus- Trial
We are looking to trial a ‘Walking Bus’ to take children between school and Les Creux after school each day.  This will support parents/grandparents/carers with mobility issues or with very young children, including those who have disabled badges, or just find the morning/end of day routine a challenge.  Our car park is dangerously overcrowded, which is of great concern, especially at the end of the day 
The Walking Bus will also remove any reason for parents to park in the Morrisons car park or in the golf course or local estates, which as you know causes considerable issues for our neighbours.
Our Plan
· The Walking Bus will run each school day- rain or shine!  (Children will need a coat if it is wet!)
· The Walking Bus will be free to use, but parents will need to let us know if their child is using it after school so we can check the children are present on our registers.  
· It will be led by one of our Senior Staff, who will have a first aid kit with them.
· We may have the support of other staff, but we need parents to volunteer to accompany us to make this work.  
· Initially it is only open to Year 1 to Year 4 children.  (Later in the year Reception may join the Walking Bus)
· Children in Year 5/6 can still walk/cycle home alone with parental permission- they do not need to access the Walking Bus.
· Staff working on the Walking Bus are there to supervise the children and will not be available to talk to parents about other matters- please arrange an appointment through the Office or email in this event.
· Once the Walking Bus starts, all parking permits for the school carpark will be revoked, and spaces will only be allocated where the child who attends La Moye School has a blue disabled parking badge.
After school:
· The Walking Bus children will meet in the library.  At 3:05 the children will walk in a line to Les Creux.  An adult will be positioned at the front and back of the line, and spaced along it. The Walking Bus will stop at the Bowling Clubhouse.  Children cannot be collected during the walk, only at the end as we will need to see them off.
· At the end of the school day, any child that is not on our list will remain with their teachers until collected.  Last minute additions to the Walking Bus will be accepted if the office is contacted by telephone before 2.50pm
· Parents will then come out of cars to collect children.  We will not allow children to walk to cars unattended.  
· We will only release children to the people you have specified- last minute changes of plan must have been communicated to the office by 2.50pm on that day.  Without this, we will not release the child.
· At 3:15, any child that has not been collected will be walked back to school and will have to be collected from there.
Once we have this all set up, and clarity about the potential numbers of children and parent helpers, then we will confirm the start date.
