Walking Bus – Confirmation of Continuation
Thank you for those of you that have sent such lovely feedback, we are pleased to confirm that the Walking Bus will be running for the foreseeable future. 
Thank you to the parents that have volunteered so far and please if you are able to help with the Walking Bus, let us know. It would not have been possible to do this without your help.
The Walking Bus means there should also be no reason why any parent needs to park in Morrison’s carpark or on neighbouring estates etc.
We will be doing a new register for week commencing the 16th January, please use this link La Moye School - Walking Bus Form  to complete the new register or log onto the school website, go to the ‘Parents’ section and click on Walking Bus. 
How it works:
· The Walking Bus will run each school day- rain or shine!  (Children will need a coat if it is wet!)
· The Walking Bus will be free to use, but parents will need to let us know if their child is using it after school so we can check the children are present on our registers.  
· The Walking Bus will be led by one of our Senior Staff, who will have a first aid kit with them, as well as parent helpers.
· The bus is only open to Year 1 to Year 4 children.
In the mornings:
· The Walking Bus will meet at Les Creux, under the canopy of the Bowling Clubhouse at 8:30. PARENTS MUST NOT LEAVE CHILDREN AT LES CREUX ALONE BEFORE THIS TIME- this is a safeguarding risk and will be dealt with as such.
· At 8:35 promptly, the Walking Bus will set off to school using the paths- we will not walk on the roadside. 
· If you are late in the morning, the Walking Bus will not wait - we will leave promptly at 8:35, and parents will then have to make their way to school.
· On arrival at school, children will go straight into class.
After school:
· The Walking Bus children will meet in the library.  At 3:05pm the children will walk in a line to Les Creux.  An adult will be positioned at the front and back of the line, and spaced along it. The Walking Bus will stop at the Bowling Clubhouse.  Children cannot be collected during the walk, only at the end as we will need to see them off.
· At the end of the school day, any child that is not on our list will remain with their teachers until collected.  Last minute additions to the Walking Bus will not be accepted- we need at least a day’s notice to add to our lists.
· Parents will then come out of cars to collect children.  We will not allow children to walk to cars unattended.  
· We will only release children to the people you have specified- last minute changes of plan must have been communicated to the office by 1pm on that day.  Without this, we will not release the child.
· At 3:15, any child that has not been collected will be walked back to school and will have to be collected from there.
