Things to remember

The school day ends at
2.55pm. Please let us know if your child is being collected by somebody other
than you. We need to be informed if somebody different is due to be collecting

Please remember to name ALL items of clothing including shoes and P.E kit.
% Also please name your child's Water bottle and Lunch box. Water bottles
must only contain water and no nuts in lunch boxes please. (we have both a
child and adult with severe allergies)

P.E days for this term are Tuesday and Friday (Forest School). Children are to
come to school dressed in their P.E kit on these days.

Please could you make sure that your child has a bag of named spare clothes
that they can keep on their peg and a pair of named wellies that we can keep for
the outside area.
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All children should have a book bag in school every day. Letters for
home will be put in them if they are not emailed out. The children
also like to put their pieces of art-work in them that they have done
during the day! We will soon be starting RWInc and a folder with
our new sounds will be going home in book bags too.

It is ~chari
important that the children learn to form their letters correctly.
We will also include a letter rhyme sheet which helps them to remember how to
write them. We will also be practicing these daily in school as part of our
morning jobs.
