Topic: We started the half term with learning about seasonal changes. We have been finding
out about winter and the Rind of weather that the season can bring.

As historians we will
be learning about significant events and significant people in the history of Space exploration. As
scientists we will be learning about everyday materials and using our knowledge to choose

appropriate materials for a special space mission.

Writing: Our first writing journey this half term is ‘The Way back home’. We will be writing a
Postcard. Our second journey is based on ‘Beequ.” We will be using part of the story to create

some retellings of the narrative.

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Read Write Inc: Your child may have been allocated a new RWInc group at the end of term.
Please continue to read the book and practice the sounds with your child and encourage them to
have a go at Fred Talking (sounding out) and writing words with a sound.

Maths: In Maths our focus for this half term is:

e Place Value within 20.

e Measuring mass and volume.
To support learning at home you could practice these aspects with your child:

e Mental maths - adding on 1, taking away 1 with numbers to 10 then numbers to 20 and
above.

e Number bonds to 10. (149, 2+8 3+7 etc)

e Number bonds to 20 (1+19, 2+18 etc.)

e Doubles (1+1, 2+2, 3+3 etc)

e Recognising and naming 2D and 3D shape



P.E:

PE days for both classes continue to be on a Tuesday and Thursday. Please ensure your child
has their full P.E kit on these days and it is named.

PSHE: This half term the focus is on living in the wider community.

RE This half-term our RE focus question is: Who is Jewish and where do they live? Our main
learning objective is to identify what Jewish culture is and looks like.

Homework:

Must: Read every day for 10-20 minutes. : Practice reading and spellings of common
exception words (below). Could: Practice some of the skills listed in the Maths section of the
letter.

Please help your child use a knife and fork independently at meal times, this helps develop fine
motor skills.

REMINDER: Snack should be a fruit or vegetable snack, dips eg: houmous are fine. Please
