Dear Parents/Carers,

Welcome back to the final term of the year! We hope you all had a lovely break! The children have settled
back into the daily routine of Nursery well and we are all looking forward to another busy half term.

RWI Phonics & Literacy

This half term, we will be continuing the Read, Write, Inc Phonics scheme. Every child takes part in a 15
minute RWI Speed Sound lesson every day. Children will be learning three new sounds each week along
with re-capping those already learnt. The new sounds for this half term are: r, j, v, y, w & z. Children will
also continue to segment CVC words using ‘Fred Talk’ (e.g. cat, c-a-t) for writing, and blending CVC words
for reading (e.g. d-o-g, dog)

Please practise recognising and saying the pure sounds at home and repeating the mnemonics. The
website below has lots of excellent videos.

This term, as part of self-registration, we will begin encouraging those children to independently write their
names without copying, in preparation for Reception. Please continue to support your children with this at
home with a focus on the correct letter formation and a good pencil grip.

We will also be continuing to read lots of stories, traditional tales and non-fiction books, talking through and
answering questions about them. The Hampshire ‘Text Drivers’ we will be focusing on this half term are:
Little Rabbitt Foo Foo, Jasper’s Beanstalk and Titch.
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Communication and language is a very important aspect of the Early Years curriculum and we are always
taking time to talk in small groups and as a whole class.

The statements the children are being expected to achieve this half term are:

e Understands simple who, what and where questions.

e Talks more extensively about things that are of particular importance to them.

e Hears and says the initial sound in words.

e Writes their own name, or other names and words, using combinations of lines, circles and curves,
or letter-type shapes.

e Ascribes meaning to the marks they make.

e Begins to make letter-type shapes to represent the initial sounds of familiar words.
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Maths

During this half term, will be continuing to practise our subitising and counting skills alongside number
recognition and ordering to 10. We will be doing this mainly through play along with a short, daily carpet
session. We will also be continuing to name simple shapes and using everyday vocabulary for size, weight,
capacity and time during play opportunities. We will also be encouraging children to explain their
reasoning. 2290@
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The statements the children are being expected to achieve this half term are: &/ ;mv&
e Counts with 1:1 correspondence a set of up to 10 objects and begin to recognise numerals 0-10.
e Explores using a range of their own marks and signs which they ascribe mathematical meanings.
e Subitises one, two and three objects (without counting).
¢ Names simple geometric shapes in their construction and block play.
e Responds to and uses language of position and direction.

Topic

This half term, we will be making the most of our wonderful new outdoor area. The children will be
exploring how things grow, planting seeds and observing the changes they see over time. We will also be
learning about the life cycle of a butterfly by watching the caterpillars currently in our classroom as they
transform.

The statement the children are being expected to achieve this half term is:

e Looks closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change in own environment and that of
others.

PSHE

We will be continuing with our PSHE scheme, Jigsaw. Jigsaw PSHE integrates emotional literacy, self-
regulation of behaviour, social skills and spiritual development in a 1 session per week programme.

Sessions are structured to include a short input using a variety of learning approaches, appropriate for
Nursery children with a selection of activities. o9

This half term, the focus for our Jigsaw sessions is ‘Relationships’.
