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We believe trips such as this are an integral part of learning at our school and give pupils positive experiences.  You will have an important role to play in the success of this school trip, but primarily, the safety of the children.  Thank you so much for agreeing to help- it is unlikely that the trip would go ahead without volunteers like you!  

Whilst we know much of this will be ‘common sense’, some parents may not have helped out before, and we want to ensure helpers are clear about their role. 

Role of the volunteer helper:
· To comply with the instructions of school staff and the Group Leader.
· To look after the wellbeing and safety of all of the pupils in your group (under the instruction of the Group Leader/school staff).
· To stay with the group/your allocated group throughout the trip. 
· To model and promote polite, respectful and courteous behaviour between the children and members of the general public. 
· To ensure that your group stay with the main school visit party at all times, except under the direct instruction of the Group Leader.
· To contact the staff on the trip if there are issues with first aid, safety and/or behaviour. 
· To show a commitment to their group, an interest in the focus of the visit and assist pupils in their learning.  (For example, by helping them to read signs/labels/information and asking questions that encourage pupils to think about the task relating to the reason for the visit).

We do not permit:
· Smoking, vaping, drinking alcohol, or substance use whilst on a school trip.  This includes during lunchtimes.
· Giving/buying children (including your own!) treats e.g. ice creams, biscuits, sweets before or during the school trip (due to allergies and the unfairness that this causes).
· Bad language or other inappropriate conduct.
· Leaving the group (e.g to buy lunch) without the permission of the Group Leader.
· Taking photographs of any pupils on their personal phones/equipment.
· Extra children coming along e.g. younger siblings or children in the care of the volunteer (because this means you cannot be included in our safety ratios).

If during a trip you have any questions about what you are/are not allowed to do, please ask the team leading the trip who will be happy to help. 
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
